YOUTH SUPPORT WORKER

CAS youth support worker assists with crisis
intervention, supports youth if a referral to CAS needs
to be made and will support youth who want to talk
about any issues around safety, issues at home with
family and will assist with reaching out to other
community supports.

ADDICTION

Get help with problems associated with substance
use, addiction and gambling.

NURSE PRACTITIONER
Prescriptions, sexual health and all things medical.
